Almir has a third level black belt in Karate and is recognised by the Karate Do Bond 

Nederland (Karate Association Netherlands). 
 

Karate is a martial art originally developed in Okinawa and Japan. Shotokan Karate  is a style 
of Karate developed by Gichin Funakoshi (1868-1957) and is  considered a traditional and 

influential form of Karate and is the most widely practised style in the world. 
Shotokan training is divided in three parts: Kihon (basics), kata (patterns of move) and 

kumite (sparring). 
Karate is an art about manner, etiquette and attitude while the etiquette in the dojo is all 

about respect. 
Funakoshi wrote: “The ultimate aim of Karate lies not in victory or defeat, but in the 

perfection of the character of the participant.” 
 

Children in the beginners class are taught the basic Shotokan Karate techniques including 
blocks, punches and kicks, the first kata (Heian Shodan) and kumite basics. They will also 
learn the basic etiquettes of Karate. In combination with additional training, participants are 
able to prepare for their yellow belt exam. 
 

Children in the advanced class are all having coloured belts and are learning advanced 
techniques and katas in preparation for their next exams.

The aim of the Little Artists’ Workshop is to develop children’s creativity, self-confidence 

and artistic skills in an entertaining and playful way.  The program offers children a variety 

of experiences in classical art techniques and materials.  The lessons are developed to bring 

art in an (art) historical context to children and relate it to the subject and techniques they 

are using. The Little Artists’ Workshop team (artists and art historians with extensive 

experience in art education) is very ambitious about the learning experience of art that they 

want to convey to the children.

The Little Artists will design, and build few circus acts: acrobats, clowns, trained animals, 

trapeze acts, tightrope walkers, jugglers, unicyclists and other stunt-oriented artists.  

Also The Little Artists will realize their own circus tent complete with stage and props, to be 

kept in a Circus Kit Box. Children’s creativity will be triggered by the use of a broad range of 

materials such as wood, metal, textiles, clay, cork, foam for the 3-D and paint for the 2-D 

parts.

This art club is dedicated to sculpture, ceramics and arts & crafts. The club is taught by René Biemans, 

who has been providing art clubs since 2006. René is historian and art historian and has been involved in 

art workshops for children at various museums in Amsterdam. The children will explore different 

techniques, tools and materials. The main goal, next to a lot of fun, is to teach the kids about famous 

works of art and about their place in history. 

This term the children will explore "The arts and crafts of China". They will learn about the emperors 

and the many dynasties that have ruled the country. In honour of the Chinese New Year the kids will 

start by making the head of a dragon with paper maché. For the second assignment we will travel back 

to the first imperial dynasty, the Qin. The children will be taught about the famous terracotta army of 

the first emperor and create their own stone soldier with clay and plaster. The third assignment will be 

to make a curio box. The emperors of the last dynasty, the Qing, had boxes or chests that contained 

miniatures of their favourite objects, small antiques and rare objects such as gem stones. The kids will 

make miniatures of their favourite objects with fimo clay. 

The fourth assignment will be to make a bowl or vase with clay and decorate it with typical Ming dynasty 

motives.
